Next stop was in An Khe, a
little town in the midst of
mountainous area, about 50km or
2 hour drive from Pleiku. The
town iz also known as a historical
place from Civil War of thirty
(30) years ago. The Civil War
has long been gone buf, the
town’s infrastructure and
economic gituation remained poor
and undeveloped. While there,
another convent extended its
hospitality and allowed the
Savice Team to usge their facilities
for the Savice award ceremony.
Savice scholarship funds were
awarded to twenty (20) children
during the ceremony.

One of the most memorable
responses to the question
regarding school challenges, was
one students response: “I feel
ashamed because I only have one
good shirt to wear every time I go
to school.

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Next stop was in Ho Chi Minh
City, enroute to the Mekong
Delta, where the Savice Team
was scheduled to wvigit fifteen
(15) more different locations.

In summary, the Savice 2006-
2007 scholarship programs were
able to reach a total of 477
children in more than 30
locations, mostly in the rural and
remote areas of Vietnam. The
gcholarship funds will be used
for the children’s educational
needs: tuition fees, school
supplies, clothing or uniforms,
food and bicycles for
transportation.
